o Portfolio (recommended for Art + Design majors and required for Music Technology applicants)  
 
U.S. citizen/permanent resident applicants only (financial aid): 
o Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) (www.fafsa.ed.gov) (FAFSA code is 002199)

o TOEFL (Computerized – 213, Paper – 550, Internet-Based – 79-80)
