The Assignment of Credit to Academic Departments
Bouve College of Health Science

Definitions
The enrollment data employed in these calculations pertain to students who are recorded in the official census taken at the end of the fifteenth day of each term and reflect their courses and credit hours at the end of the fifth week of classes.
"Budgeted" departments are those to which either permanently funded or non-recurrent faculty have been assigned. A faculty member's "home" departments are those in which he or she is budgeted.

General Principles:  Workload generated in regularly scheduled courses is credited to the academic departments that pay the instructors. Workload will be determined by the instructor’s home unit.
Example:  A nursing faculty member teaching a NUR course.  The department of nursing would receive credit for the course.

1)  Workload generated in regularly scheduled courses by instructors funded by sources other than academic department responsible for the students is credited to the academic departments that sponsor the courses.  

Example:  A faculty member of the Pharmaceutical Sciences Department, teaching a PSC course to students in physical therapy.  The Pharmaceutical Sciences Department would receive credit for the course.

2)  Workload generated in a BHS course is credited to the academic department that pays the instructor.

Example:  A member of Physical Therapy Department teaching a BHS research course for athletic training and speech therapy students.  The Physical Therapy Department would receive credit for the course.
3)  BHS courses that are team taught will have credit equally distributed to the departments that pay the faculty.

Example:  A faculty member from nursing and a faculty member from physical therapy team teach a BHS health care ethics course.  Nursing and Physical Therapy will each receive ½ of the credit for the course.

4) Workload generated in cross-listed courses is pooled and credited to the departments that pay the instructors.

Example:  A course on geriatric care in community settings is numbered as both a CAP and a SLP course and is taught by a counseling psych department faculty member.  CAP department would receive credit 
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
