OVERVIEW 
Artists generally fall into one of four categories. Art Directors formulate design concepts and 
presentation approaches for visual communications. Craft Artists create or reproduce handmade 
objects for sale or exhibition. Fine Artists, including Painters, Sculptor, and Illustrators, create original 
artwork, using a variety of media and techniques. Multimedia artists and animators create special 
effects, animation, or other visual images on film, on video, or with computers or other electronic 
media.
