· to help students demonstrate good sportsmanship on and off the squash court 

· to promote understanding and friendships between people of different backgrounds 

· to engage students in service projects which help people and promote a commitment to the community 

Volunteer Project: SquashBusters seeks volunteers who can keep a regular weekly commitment, and who will bring energy and enthusiasm to academic sessions. Academic sessions run Monday-Friday from 2:15-7pm from September 22-June 19.

Although we will try to assign you to a student according to your strengths, academic volunteers should be prepared to tutor in multiple subjects. All new volunteers will be required to attend a brief orientation prior to starting, and all academic volunteers will be required to attend a group tutor orientation to learn about the curriculum. The ideal volunteer will commit to one or two days each week for a semester so as to develop relationships with a group of students. Volunteer tutors must be at least 16 years old to work with middle school students, and 18 or older to work with high school students.

Organization’s Mission: The mission of Spontaneous Celebrations is to create and sustain a community cultural life that unites and empowers people for positive change through the arts; to produce seasonal celebrations in the Jamaica Plain and Roxbury neighborhoods; and to maintain a Community Cultural center for all.
Volunteer Project: Prep work for the Wake Up The Earth Festival and Tropical Fiesta. Teaching artist assistants for our middle and elementary after school programs. The origins of the organization date from the first Wake Up the Earth Festival in 1979. This festival was, in part, a celebration of the defeat of the proposed I-95 extension through many Boston neighborhoods. Further collaboration by some of the artists, activists, and residents who had worked on this issue in Jamaica plain/Roxbury contributed to the creation of new community gardens and parks on some of the land left vacant by the destruction of houses for the planned highway. The festival has taken place every year since, on the first Saturday in May.

Organization’s Mission: The Mission Possible Program provides support and resources for youth as they cultivate the drive, knowledge, and skills to achieve their goals in education and life.  This program works with youth in a dynamic way to build leadership especially around education.  The objective is for all young people in the program to have positive goals for life after high school and understand the paths to reach and succeed in those goals, especially higher education.  When young people develop their knowledge, motivation, and skills of self-advocacy, they will create and take advantage of opportunities.  

Volunteer Project: Staff and volunteers support youth through mentoring relationships and facilitating active curriculum that focuses on building knowledge, motivation, and self-advocacy.  They also work closely with young men and women on school assignments, education/career exploration, college admissions, and test preparation.  Students are needed to lead and contribute to curriculum to support Mission Possible. This includes helping to find and develop resources for students to utilize if they do not have work to complete in Mission Possible, such as math or literacy activities, study skill activities, PSAT/SAT prep, etc. If a volunteer is independent and interested in working on putting together these resources for Mission Possible, an alternative schedule can be discussed.Mission Possible runs from 3:00 to 4:30 pm Monday through Thursday AND Tuesday and Thursday evenings 5:45 to 7:00 pm. 

Commitment is for at least two slots a week (the same each week) and depending on interest and time commitment, volunteer would participate in preparing curriculum/small projects to support Mission Possible.
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
