Students who receive Pell Grants and who have been accepted into a study abroad program of at least four weeks in the same country are eligible for scholarships of up to $5,000. Fulbright: One year study or research in any country where there is a Fulbright Commission. Some shorter term and English teaching programs available. Gates Cambridge: One to four years of study leading to a degree at Cambridge University, UK. Seniors, graduate/professional students, and graduates are eligible to apply. U.S. and non-U.S. citizens under the age of 30 are eligible. All applicants must apply directly to Cambridge [either as an affiliated student (obtaining a second bachelor’s degree) or as a graduate student] and fill out a supplemental application form to be considered for the fellowship. Must be under the age of 24 and a U.S. citizen or citizen of Bermuda, Canada, Commonwealth Caribbean, Jamaica, Kenya, Singapore, Zambia, or Zimbabwe.
