The MVP Training  

The MVP Training consists of a series of real-life school and social scenarios ranging from sexual harassment to a potential rape involving alcohol. During interactive sessions, the MVP staff uses the MVP Playbook and videos to spark discussions that convey concrete options for non-abusive men and empowered women to interrupt, confront, and prevent violence by their friends, peers, or teammates.

Awareness Raising Training 

Awareness Raising Trainings are 90 minutes long and utilized to develop concrete options for high school student leaders to refer to during potentially dangerous social situations.  Additionally, the trainings open dialogue regarding high school students around issues of battery and sexual assault. The trainings are co-facilitated by a multi-racial, mixed gender team of former college and professional athletes.  

After School Training 

Similar to in-school trainings, Sport in Society trains in middle and high schools youth in its MVP curriculum in after-school sites and non academic settings. During interactive sessions, the MVP staff uses the MVP Playbook and videos to spark discussions that convey concrete options for non-abusive young men and empowered young women to interrupt, confront, and prevent violence by their friends, peers, or teammates.

Train the Trainers
MVP Institutes are three-day interactive trainings designed for adults and adult educators during which MVP’s expert facilitators take participants through the entire MVP curriculum. The Institute is a comprehensive training on both the dynamics of men’s violence against women and the philosophy behind the MVP curriculum. Upon completion participants receive the MVP curriculum and are certified to utilize it with their student body or direct service population.
